Absentee Calls / Notes

If your child is ill, please remember to call the school attendance line at 586-281-2050 before 9:30am.
Please give us the spelling of the child’s last name, teacher’s name, and reason for absence. The
answering machine is on 24 hours a day. If your child needs an early dismissal, please send in a note to
the teacher, who will forward the information on to the office. It is very important to include the child’s
last name on all notes and envelopes with money. Due to the busy end-of-school day in the office,
please call us no later than 3:30pm with any changes to your child’s dismissal schedule.

Medications

Hamilton-Parsons maintains and follows State of Michigan school policy regarding the dispensation of
medication: Any medication, whether sold over the counter or dispensed by the pharmacist, must be
brought to the office by the parent/guardian. Students may NOT bring medication(s) to school.

There MUST BE a “Medication/Treatment Consent” form completed and signed by the attending
physician and the parent guardian. This form must be filled out whether the medication is sold over
the counter or dispensed by the Pharmacists. Forms are available in the School’s office. If your child
has asthma, severe allergies, epilepsy or diabetes, an asthma, allergy, seizure disorder or diabetic
medical action plan form MUST BE filled out and returned to the school office. All medication must be
in the original container, clearly labeled with the student’s name, the dosage, the doctor’s name and
phone number. Forms are also available on the website on the Medical Information page.

Visitors/Volunteers

All visitors/volunteers must enter the building through the main door into the secure lobby area. Ring
the doorbell inside the lobby and front office staff will communicate with you through the intercom
system. Please be prepared to have your driver’s license run through Raptor, our visitor management
system, in order to access the building beyond the lobby and office.

If you plan to volunteer for school or classroom activities, you must fill out a volunteer form to have a
background check prior to volunteering or chaperoning a field trip. Please contact the main office or
your child’s teacher to get a volunteer form.

Food Service Information

Romeo Community Schools is set to participate in the Michigan School Meals program for the 2025-26
school year. This will allow every student to receive one free breakfast and one free lunch each school
day — just like last year. Qualifying families will still need to complete the income forms to help

determine income eligibility for additional educational programs and to ensure our district continues
to receive essential state funding. Please visit romeo.familyportal.cloud and click "apply for benefits."
Students will indicate to their teacher each morning upon arrival if they are ordering a school breakfast
and/or school lunch. Breakfast and lunch menus will be available on www.romeok12.org under “Lunch
Menus” at the top of our school home page.

Important: While this program is anticipated to continue through the 2025-26 school year, the state
funding is currently only approved until September 30, 2025. The future beyond that date is still
uncertain, pending final decisions from state legislators. More definitive news will be sent via School
Messenger once state funding is confirmed.

Water Bottles

Students are encouraged to bring a full water bottle to school daily. Please label your student’s water
bottle with their first and last name to avoid mix-ups. We have water bottle filling stations that
students can use to refill their water bottles as needed.

Birthday Treats

At Hamilton-Parsons, we believe that birthdays are an important part of a child’s life and we want to
recognize them at school. For students who would like to bring items to share with their class on their
birthday, they are encouraged to bring a small Non-Food surprise to school (for example - pencil,
eraser, stickers) to give to each classmate. If you choose a food item, please consult with the teacher
ahead of time.

Toys & Cell Phones

Toys and cell phones are to stay in the backpack These items are a distraction and cause a variety of
problems when brought to school. Students are never permitted to message/make calls on smart
watches during the school day.
